Here are the options following prelims… 
 

1. We are in finals. Show is at 7:30 PM.  We eat at the concession stand, dress and perform.  
Return to North HS approximately 12:30 AM. (phones available) 

 
2. We are not in finals.  We return to Waukesha North HS by approximately 8:30 PM. 

(phones available) 
 
Reminders. 
 

1. Eat before reporting to school at 9 AM.  Also, bring a lunch to eat on the bus en route to 
Roselle.  Bring a small cooler with Gatorade/water. 

 
2. Bring $$ for dinner (concessions) and/or purchasing concessions after your performance. 

  
3. Please help keep buses clean.  Keep track of your personal items, i.e. uniform, 

instrument, hat box, plume, etc. 
 

4. Respect each other.  No standing on buses or sitting on seat backs. 
 



5. Remember everything for your performance.  Clearly mark your uniform bag with your 
name.  Keep track of your hat, shoes, gloves, etc.  Know all of your uniform and hat 
numbers.  You will not perform if you are missing uniform parts. 

 
6. 2009 Lake Park show tickets are $10.00 adults and $7.00 students (age 5 and up)/senior 

citizens, children under 4 are free.  Family plan available = $25.00 (2 adults & up to 4 
children – additional children are $5.00 each).  

 
7. Concessions will be available at Lake Park HS. (Brats, hot dogs, pizza, etc.) 

 
8. Seating for competing bands (with chaperones) is on the visitor side of the stadium at 

night show (finals). 
 

9. Prelims start at 11 AM.  There are 23 bands currently in competition.  The evening show 
(finals) start at 7:30 PM. 

 
10. Color guard should wear their tights, etc. under street clothes, as we will most likely have 

to change on the bus.

Directions to Roselle, IL and Lake Park HS 
 
I94 South to Illinois 294 to Illinois 290 West.  Stay right to 355 South (Rt. 53).  Take first exit to 
Lake Street.  Get off Lake Street (Rt. 20).  Turn right on Bloomingdale Road.  Turn left at Bryn 
Mawr Road.  You’re there.
