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North Bands’ Expectations and Grading Policy
Over the years, the Waukesha North High School band program has successfully operated with a limited number of rules.  To ensure you have a positive and successful experience, the following expectations are set:

1. Be in the band room when the final bell rings.  If you do not have a pass you will be marked tardy.  Three minutes after the final bell rings you are expected to be in your assigned seat with your instrument and music.
2. Respect others and their property.

3. Do not play other students instruments without their permission.

4. Food and beverage are not allowed in the band room during the school day.  This includes candy and gum.

5. We expect you to play your part to the best of your ability.  You will be tested periodically on your performance level.

6. Outside of school practice is recommended to successfully play your parts.  You may also “sign in” the band room during a study hall to practice should your schedule permit.

Grading Procedure

1. 50% of your grade is daily assessment in class.  You can earn 10 points for the week.  If you are absent from class, you can be assessed on the material during a free period, before school, after school, or lunch period.
2. 20% of your grade is skills checks/tests. (Example, 12 major scales, individual and group playing of parts, etc.)
3. 30% of your grade is the concert evaluation in the concerts.  Concerts are considered major exam.  Unless there is an extreme circumstance (i.e. death in the family or severe heath problem with doctor’s note) a student must “make up” the concert by writing a 10 page term paper on a topic directly relating to the literature being performed.  This paper will be graded on content as well as proper writing style.

4. Extra credit can be earned by practicing in the band room for 20 minutes.  A director must be present for validation.
